¶ On Wednesday, January 5, the Staff Development Review Committee (SDRC) met to review a subdivi-
sion plat to subdivide +/- 12.4-acres into two (2) lots. The subject property is located at the southwest cor-
ner of Town West Boulevard and Williamson Boulevard. Lot 1 will be for the Town West Senior Living 
Apartment complex, currently under site plan review, and the commercial tenant for Lot 2 is currently un-
known. The subject property is located within the Workplace District in the Westside Planned Communi-
ty (PC-A) Zoning District and the zoning on the subject property currently allows for the development of 
the Senior Living Apartment complex and a commercial outparcel. The plat is scheduled to to be consid-
ered the Planning Commission and City Council in the Spring.

¶ Transports for Week 143: 52 emergent dispatches with 39 transports and 23 non-emergent dispatches 
with 7 transports. Response times are 7 minutes 35 seconds for emergent calls and 8 minutes 02 seconds 
for non-emergent calls. We were sent outside of our corporate border 8 times this week. Since inception 
on April 15, 2019, we have been sent to 3,990 emergent calls and transported 2,920 patients and 1,319 
non-emergent calls with 994 patients transported. 

 

Fire Operations 

¶ Medic 73 (Ambulance) began running 24 hours this week, and so far between the hours of 8PM and 
8AM, the unit has ran 75 medical calls. This is a great service that Port Orange Fire Rescue is providing 
to our citizens.   

¶ Port Orange Fire Rescue assisted crews from several other agencies at a brush fire in South Daytona that 
got out of hand and extended to several homes.  Thankfully due to the quick actions of all crews on sce-
ne, the fire was kept in check and there was limited damage to the homes.

¶ Division Chief Gardner attended a joint exam of the Fire Alarm panel that was taken from Covenant 
United Methodist Church in Jacksonville this week.  The exam was done to determine whether the fire 
that occurred on August 25, 2020 was captured by the fire alarm or not, and also to determine if the fire 
alarm panel communicated with the alarm company at the time of the fire.  The results of this test are 
pending.  Here are several pics of the panel and various parts of the system that were harvested for testing
