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¶ On Thursday, October 27, the Planning Commission will review a request to approve the 9th 

Amendment to the Master Development Agreement (MDA) for the Crystal Lake Planned Unit 

Development (PUD) to add the mini warehouse use to the list of uses allowed on Lots 13-53 

through 13-84 within the PUD; and 2023 Proposed Public Hearing and Development Review 

Calendars.

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¶ The contractor for the Hawks Mill apartment project has been approved for an early morning 

concrete pour beginning at 4:00 am on Friday, October 28. The pours are for the building slabs at 

the Maintenance Building and Apartment Building #2 as shown on the site plan below. As part of 

the approval for the early morning concrete activities, the contractor will  coordinate the travel 

paths of the concrete trucks to minimize audible backup alarms, direct light away from adjacent 

properties, and deliver notices to adjacent residents a minimum of 48 hours prior to the scheduled 

activity.  The site contractor is aware of school traffic in the area and anticipates most of the truck 

traffic to be completed before the school traffic begins. Staff did not receive any calls or concerns 

from adjacent property owners from the last early pour on October 20.

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¶ On Wednesday, October 19, the Staff Development Review Committee (SDRC) met to review a 

subdivision plat to subdivide +/- 8 acres into two commercial lots. The subject property (950 

Madeline Avenue) is located at the southeast corner of Madeline Avenue and Nova Road. Lot 1 

will be for the Extra Space Storage facility, currently under site plan review, and the commercial 

tenant for Lot 2 is currently unknown. The subject property is zoned Community Commercial 

(CC) and allows for the development of the Extra Space Storage facility and a commercial 

outparcel. The subdivision plat will be reviewed at the staff level and once determined to be in 

compliance with all Land Development Code and Florida Statutes requirements for the subdivision 

of land, it will be scheduled to go before the Planning Commission and City Council.
